URS through Environmental Education and
Biodiversity Research Center (EEBRC) co-
presented the award-winning 45-minute documen-
tary film, the “Bird of Prey: To Save Our Eagle”, in
partnership with the Philippine Eagle Foundation
(PEF) on February 26-28, 2021 through free online
public screening.

The meet and greet program was then conducted
on the first day of the activity, February 26, 2021. Dr. Nan-
cy Pascual, the University President, expressed her sup-
port though a short message emphasizing our role in this
important undertaking. In the same way, a message from
Dr. Namerod Mateo, Tanay Campus Director, reiterating
the significant of co-partnering with PEF in the dissemina-
tion of the conservation initiatives of our National Bird, the
Philippine Eagle. Dr. Niclie Tiratira, Director for research
also congratulates Engr Maribeth Esteva, the EEBRC
Head, for collaborating with PEF. During the program Mr.
Dennis Joseph Salvador, PEF Executive Director, Mr. Neil
Rettig and Ms Laura Johnson, BOP Cinematographer, Mr.

Jose Andres Canivel, Forest
Foundation Philippines Executive Director, narrated their
experiences in this expedition. Moreover, a short discus-
sion on the Philippine eagle in Luzon was given by Dr.
Jayson Ibafiez, PEF Director for Research and Conserva-
tion. During the forum, Ms. Carla Joy Salvacion together
with Dr. [bafiez, addressed issues and inquiries of the par-
ticipants. Dr. Marites Rio, delivered her closing remarks by
highlighting and commending the conservation programs
and support URS Family.

Furthermore, participants shared their thoughts on
why protection of the Philippine Eagle is necessary,
though social media platform.

The documentary follows the Philippine eagle fami-
ly in the wild over the course of six months documenting
how a pair of eagle takes care of its young until it learns to
fly off its nest and fend for itself. Alongside this, the film
explores the complexities of protecting this critically en-
dangered species and what it takes to save them from
extinction. The Philippine Eagle Foundation together with
Forest Foundation Philippines and Cornell lab of Ornitholo-
gy are reaching out partners to conduct public viewing of
the award winning documentary “Bird of Prey: To Save
Our Eagle” through online platform. It is a 45-minute cut of
Bird of Prey filmed by Cornell lab of Ornithology. The pro-
ject is generously funded by Forest Foundation Philippines
(FFP). The flm was accessible during the 3-day schedule
through Video Platform.
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In celebration of the Earth hour the ten campus-
es of University of Rizal System joined the event. The center
issued an advisory to turn off lights on 8:30 PM of March
27, 2021 for one hour to bring awareness to the environmental
effects of energy consumption.

Moreover, the center encouraged the university clientele
to practice energy conservation at home. This is to raise aware-
ness on the amount of greenhouse gas emitted during the pro-
duction of electrical energy.

The observance of the Earth will encourage individuals, busi-
nesses and governments around the world to take accountability
for their ecological footprint and engage in dialogue and resource
exchange that provides real solutions to our environmental chal-
lenges.
