 The opening program was attended 
by around 301 participants, including the 
faculty, staff, and students of URS and 
representatives from partner agencies and 
the community face-to-face and online. 
The program was streamed online 
through the URS's official media account. 
The event was celebrated from November 
20 to 24, 2023. 
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 ñPartnership for Wildlife Conservationò 
was the theme for this yearôs World Wildlife 
Day 2023. To celebrate, Environmental Edu-
cation and Biodiversity Research Center 
(EEBRC) in cooperation with the office of Ri-
zal Provincial Environment and Natural Re-
sources spearheaded the conduct of Lakbay 
Aral at Avilon Zoo on March 24, 2023. 
 
 The activity included wildlife handling, 
guided tour and educational field trip about 
wildlife, their status in the wild, and conserva-
tion efforts being done to preserve these 
threatened species and to protect the environ-
ment.
